Torrington Lions Club - Celebrates with a Pin

In keeping with a Torrington Club tradition, my wife Elaine wanted to have a new
club pin to celebrate our club’s 80th anniversary in Lionism. We had previously had a
pin made for our 55th and 75th anniversaries. Ralph Dolan and myself agreed to help
her in this quest. One of the first things we needed to do was to decide what the pin
would look like. We originally came up with two ideas. The first might be John
Brown’s birthplace house. The second was the Torrington Historical Society house.
After further discussion we added the Warner Theater. At one of the Club meetings
we presented photos of three possible designs for the pin. Although the first two
places might be recognized as representing the Torrington area, the members felt that
the newly renovated Warner Theater would be the most recognized building known
throughout the entire Litchfield, Hartford and New Haven counties.

Now that the design had been chosen, it was time to work on turning the picture into a
design for the pin. First, we needed the Warner Theater’s approval to proceed. This
was granted so now the procedure of designing the pin could move forward.

Since Elaine and | are not very computer savvy, we enlisted the help of Ralph who
was very knowledgeable in manipulating the way the pin would look on paper. Within
a week or so the design took shape and at our next meeting we presented it to our club
members and a representative of the Warner Theater. All were impressed and author-
ized us to go forward.

Again, none of us had any real experience on getting a pin made so we enlisted the
help of Lion Curt Fitch, past, present and longtime pin designer and pin trader to help
us. We also needed his help in procuring a company or individual who would make
the mold so that we could actually see what the final product would look like. We also
need to know how we could make it a two-fold pin, that is, a pin for the club and a pin
for the Warner Theater. We had the idea that we could add a hanger to the bottom of
the pin, which would show the dates of our club existence. In this way the Warner
Theater would have the top half of the pin to use as they pleased and we could use the
whole pin as our club pin. Lion Curt told us that in order to do that it would be rather
expensive, as we would have to have two molds and probably have two separate proc-
esses in order to produce the pin(s). We decided it was better to make just one pin in-
corporating both the Warner building and the hanger together.

The mold recently came back from the manufacturer. Picture the pin on your left in
brass, with bright white letters and black outline. <>It’s a truly a beauty. Now all we
have to do is decide on how many to order. By the Fall, our Club will have the pre-
mier trading pin in the state.

That is until YOUR club “tops” us with one of its own.
